By car 

• Sat Nav: Enter the road address (Kingston Lane) and the postcode UB8 3PH. 

• Please fill the following form to request the parking permit,

The number plate will be registered on the central parking system so there will be no 
physical permit collection. The entrance barrier will automatically open once registered.  

By train from West Drayton Station 

• Walk 1 min to West Drayton Station (Stop E) 

• Bus Options: 

o U1 to Ruislip → Brunel University (Stop BJ) on Kingston Lane (14 stops) → Walk 
2 min to Eastern Gateway Building 

o U3 to Uxbridge → Brunel University Cowley (Stop BB) on Cleveland Road (11 
stops) → Walk 9 min to Eastern Gateway Building 

o U5 to Uxbridge → Brunel University Cowley (Stop BB) on Cleveland Road → 
Walk 9 min to Eastern Gateway Building 

• Total Time:  20–30 min 

• NOTE: Please make sure you take the bus in the right direction. The stops for both 
directions are on the same side of the road quite close one to another.

o Download TfL Go App or use Google Maps for live buses

By train from Euston Station (Central London) 

 

Option 1: Underground Metropolitan Line to Uxbridge 

• Walk 5 min to Euston Square Station (not Euston Underground) 

• Take the Metropolitan Line → Uxbridge (15 stops,  45 min) 

• Exit station, walk right to bus stops (1–2 min) 

• Bus Options from Uxbridge: 

o Stop N: U4 to Stockley Park → Ivybridge Close (Stop BG) on Kingston Lane (6 
stops) → Walk 3 min to Eastern Gateway Building 

o Stop E: U1 to West Drayton → Ivybridge Close (Stop BG) on Kingston Lane (6 
stops) → Walk 3 min to Eastern Gateway Building 

• Total Time:  65–75 min 

• NOTE: Please make sure you take the bus in the right direction. The stops for both 
directions are on the same side of the road quite close one to another. 

Option 2: Underground Elizabeth Line via Tottenham Court Road station 

• From Euston underground station, take Northern Line southbound → Tottenham Court 
Road (3 stops,  3 min) 

• Walk 1 min to Elizabeth Line 

• Take Elizabeth Line → West Drayton (6 stops,  26 min) 

• Walk 2 min to West Drayton Station (Stop E) 

• Follow the instructions from West Drayton Station. 

• Total Time:  60–65 min 

Travel Tips:   
o Use Oyster or Contactless card for underground and bus travel 
o Download TfL Go App or use Google Maps for live underground and buses 

 



From Airports 

London Luton Airport (LTN)/ London Gatwick Airport (LGW) 

Option 1: Coach services via Heathrow Central Bus Station (Should pre-book) 

• Coach services to Heathrow airport  

o From Luton: Only National Express coaches available 

o From Gatwick: National Express and Flixbus coaches available.  

• Get down at London Heathrow Airport T2 and T3 (T2 is Terminal 2; T3 is Terminal 3) 

• Bus options from Heathrow to Brunel University.  

o Walk 2 mins to Heathrow Central Bus station. 

▪ Stop 20: 724 to Harlow Town center → The Greenway (Stop BE) on 
Uxbridge Road (2 stops). Walk 12 mins.  

▪ Stop 20: 102 to high Wycombe→ The Greenway (Stop BE) on Uxbridge 
Road (3 stops). Walk 12 mins.  

o Walk 4 mins to Heathrow central. 

▪ A10 to Uxbridge→ The Greenway (Stop BE) on Uxbridge Road (15 stops). 
Walk 12 mins.  

▪ U3 to Uxbridge→ Brunel University Cowley (Stop BB) on Cleveland Road 
(29 stops). Walk 8 mins. 

Option 2: Thameslink via Farringdon 

• From Luton 

o Walk to the Luton Airport Parkway rail station. 

o Take Thameslink to Three bridges → Farringdon (4 stops, 37min). 

• From Gatwick:  

o From the Gatwick airport 

o Take Thameslink to Bedford → Farringdon (5 stops, 40min). 

• From Farringdon take Elizabeth Line to Maidenhead → West Drayton (7 stops, 30min). 

• Follow the instructions above from West Drayton Station.
